Day 1. Arrival to Bogotá

Departure towards the west of the country destined to Armenia, capital of the department of Quindío on the Eje Cafetero (The coffee-axis), name of the region where growing and producing majority of Colombian coffee, considered by many to be the best coffee in the world.
