Day 1. Arrival to Bogotá

Arrival at the airport, reception and transfer to the hotel. Accommodation. 

Day 2. Visit to the city and Monserrate

Breakfast at the hotel. Visit the historical area of Bogotá, neighborhood La Candelaria and the museum of Gold, where there is a selection of pre-Columbian gold and other metal alloys. Lunch. Visit to Monserrate, one of the symbols and the most tourist places in the city. It is a hill of 3152 meters high, where a Catholic church was built in 1925. Ascent by cable car, visit and tour. Dinner, back to the hotel. 
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Day 3. Bogotá- Zipaquirá- Sopó

Breakfast at the hotel. Departure by the north of the city towards Zipaquirá. Entrance to the Salt Cathedral, an underground catholic church built within the tunnels of a salt mine to 200 meters underground, close to the village. Tour and lunch. After, visit to Villa de Leyva, a colonial village full of stories and legends with a beautiful architectonic preservation. Accommodation and dinner at the hotel. 
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Day 4. Villa de Leyva – Tunja – Paipa 

Breakfast at the hotel. Visit to Villa de Leyva, main plaza /square and other attractions.  After start the tour to Tunja, the capital of Boyacá, Tunja is particularly noted for its colonial churches. The town also has an imposing central square, the Plaza de Bolívar and elegant mansions adorned with some of South America's most unique artwork. Lunch, continue travel to Paipa, another attraction of the department where you can visit El Pantano de Vargas, Plaza Central and others. Accommodation at the hotel where you can take a thermal bathroom. Dinner at hotel. 
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Day 5. Paipa – San Gil 

Breakfast at the hotel. Begin the journey to destination to San Gil, tourist capital of Santander and famous because of extreme sports. Lunch. Accommodation at the hotel. In the afternoon visit to Gallineral Park and The principal park. At night dinner at the hotel. 

Day 6. San Gil – Barichara – Guane 

Breakfast at the hotel. Trip to Guane, village with a lot of history wealth and precious places of colonial architecture. Then lunch and visit to Barichara which is locate one hour away from Guane. Barichara is considered the most beautiful village in Colombia, which stands out for its white colonial houses, church and cobbled streets. Finally, dinner at hotel. 
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Day 7. San Gil – Chicamocha Park
Breakfast at hotel. Visit to Chicamocha Nacional Park, also call Panachi. 
It is one of the few natural parks in Colombia dedicated to ecotourism. It was opened to the public on Saturday, December 2, 2006. Entrance, visit and tour by cable car. Typical Santanderiano Lunch. Then continue to Bucaramanga, The beautiful city. Accommodation. Dinner at hotel.


Day 8. Bucaramanga – Cerro El Santisimo y Giron 

Breakfast at the hotel. Visit to Cerro del Santisimo, located in floridablanca, is the main attraction of the Ecopark. From the top you have the possibility to appreciate a magnificent landscape.  Lunch. AT the afternoon visit to Giron, a small village where visit to the principal plaza and the Cathedral. At night dinner and accommodation at hotel. 

Day 9. Bucaramanga – Bogotá

Breakfast at the hotel. After the indicated time transfer from the hotel to airport fort the return.
